
APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

All applications must contain the following:

Completed application form (1 copy)

Ten representative images (1 copy) 
Submit digital files (300 dpi with an output size 
of 5” x 7”) in JPEG or TIFF format on a single 
CD readable by both Mac and PC. Identify im-
age files with a two-digit number and the artists 
last name e.g. 01Smith. Use this same identifier 
on the image list.

Image list (7 copies) 
Include the following information for each image:

01	 Last name, First name
	 Title
	 Medium
	 Dimensions
	 Year

Description of exhibition (7 copies) 
In 500 words or less explain the curatorial process 
you will use to select works for exhibition or the 
exhibition concept.

Description of group/artists (7 copies) 
Include a description of the group OR brief  
biographies of the individual artists. Limit this 
document to 300 words.

Exhibition record (7 copies) 
Include an exhibition record for the group OR 
resumes for each artist. 

TERMS & CONDITIONS

n	 There is no fee for exhibiting in the galleries. 
n	 Three-dimensional work can be displayed if 

carefully secured to the wall and/or placed on 
a shelf. The work and the shelf can project no 
more than 12” from the wall.

n	 The gallery spaces are public and heavily 
trafficked. Keep this in mind when deciding 
whether a particular work is appropriate for 
display. Overture Center reserves the right to 
remove artwork for any reason. 

n	 Overture Center does not provide insurance 
on exhibits. Artists must cooperate with 
Overture Center to secure artwork as necessary. 
There are security cameras in the galleries to 
help deter theft and vandalism. 

n	 Works are to remain in the gallery for the 
entire length of the contract. 

n	 The exhibiting artist must handle sales of 
artwork. Overture Center does not take a 
commission when an artwork is sold. Exhibitors 
are welcome to include purchasing contacts in 
their exhibition information. 

n	 There are no storage spaces available at 
Overture Center for packing materials or 
other items. 

n	 Installation, insurance, postage, and other 
exhibition expenses are the responsibility of 
the exhibiting artists or organizations.

n	 Through the Arts Access Fund, a component 
of the Madison Community Foundation, 
Overture Center provides some financial  
assistance to exhibitors.

n	 Overture Center sends out postcards, a press 
release and includes exhibition information on 
its website. Overture Center also hosts a joint 
reception for each exhibition cycle.
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Overture Center Mission
The Overture Galleries are a premier venue for 
exhibiting professional and community art. The 
Galleries further Overture Center’s mission in 
advocating for the development of the arts in the 
community and in providing a world-class forum 
for diverse artistic expression.

Galleries Description
The three Overture Galleries serve as entryways 
to the Capitol Theater. Gallery I is located on 
the first floor, Gallery II on the second floor, 
and Gallery III on the third floor. In each annual 
season, four shows are selected for each gallery, 
each show lasting approximately three months. 
Applicants are encouraged to preview the spaces 
prior to submitting an application.

Selection process & Exhibitor Eligibility
All applications are reviewed by a group of  
local artists and arts professionals. The Selection 
Committee appraises applications based on pre-
determined criteria that include:
n	 artistic quality
n	 cultural representation of Dane County
n	 geographic, race, gender and age diversity
n	 variations of artistic expression
n	 representation of both professional and 
	 community-based artists

Each application must include artwork by a mini-
mum of two artists. The majority of the artists in 
your group must reside in Dane County. Groups 
that have exhibited in the 2009-2010 season at 
Overture Galleries are not eligible toreapply for 
the 2010-2011 season; however, individual artists 
are eligible as a member of another group. 

The exhibitions selected for the 2010-2011 gallery 
season will be selected and announced by Friday, 
May 14, 2010.
